God Is So Great! (part 2) 
Genesis 1:14-19 - March 1, 2026 

 
introduction:  Summarize Genesis 1:1-13, including God’s creation of outer space and the visible sky 
 
1. God’s _______power_______ is great (Genesis 1:14-16). 
 

a point to ponder: Someone who makes something is greater than what he or she makes.  With 
that in mind: 
 

1) The _____sun_____ looks relatively small to us because it is so far away, but it is so huge 
— about 800,000 miles wide! — that if it was hollow, over 1 million earths could fit inside!  
The temperature on the surface of the sun is about 10,000 degrees Fahrenheit!  But God is 
vastly greater than the sun He created. 
 
2) There are an estimated 300 billion _____stars______ in our galaxy alone (the Milky 
Way).  Other galaxies are larger and have more stars.  Recent studies suggest there may be as 
many as 2 trillion galaxies in the observable universe.  But God, who is vastly greater than all 
the stars He created, knows every star by name!

For example: 
 

1)The _____sun_____ being 93,000,000 miles away is precisely right for an adequate climate on 
earth.  If the sun was closer, it would be too hot for humans to survive; if the sun was farther away, 
it would be too cold for humans to function. 
 
2) The distance of the _____moon_____ from the earth (238,000 miles) provides ocean tides at a 
proper level.  If the moon was any closer, the gravitational pull of the tides would engulf the 
earth’s surface with water from the oceans. 
 
3) The constant rate of the rotation of the _____earth_____ — about 1000 miles per hour! — is 
just right.  If the complete rotation of the earth took longer than 24 hours, temperature differences 
between night and day would be too great.
